HELICAL FOUNDATIONS
Power-installed steel foundations screw into the ground to provide a firm foundation for station 
breakers, bus support structures, lighting standards and more.  Power-installed foundations can 
typically be installed in 10 to 20 minutes and load immediately applied. Average foundation load 
capabilities are 20,000 pounds depending on soil conditions.  When concrete foundation pads are 
required (example: transformer pad), steel foundations can be used to provide critical support.
